Council Minutes
Regular Meeting

August 1, 2017

A regular meeting of the Millen City Council was held August 1, 2017 at 6:00 P.M. in the Council Chambers at City Hall. Present were Mayor King Rocker, Council members Regina Coney, Ed Fuller, Robin Scott, and Walter Thomas. Absent was Council member Darrel Clifton. Also present were City Manager Jeff Brantley and City Attorney Hubert Reeves.

1. Call to Order

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Rocker at 6:00 P.M.
2. Invocation

Council member Thomas gave the invocation.
3. Consent Agenda

    Approval of July 6, 2017 Regular Meeting Minutes
Council member Scott made a motion, seconded by council member Coney to approve the minutes from the July 6, 2017 regular meeting. The motion carried by unanimous vote.
4. Mandy Underwood - Jenkins County Development Authority – To discuss possible ordinance change for Loft Apartments on Cotton Avenue and Winthrope Ave.

Ms. Underwood, Executive Director of the Jenkins County Development Authority, addressed mayor and council on the prospect of changing the current ordinance on 2nd floor residential apartments in zones B-1, B-2 and P-1. She stated potential investors have approached her office about renovating buildings on Cotton Avenue and Winthrope Avenue, and wanted to add  2nd floor “ Loft” apartments.  By common consent mayor and council instructed Attorney Reeves to draft a Code Amendment to allow for the 2nd floor apartments and bring to council for review at the September regular meeting.
5. Safety Grant – Approve the purchase of Air Quality Monitors total of $3190 and 21 of 42 needed Air Cylinders for the Fire Department – total cost $8,018.40. Safety Grant amount of $7300 to offset part of the cost.
Council member Fuller made a motion, seconded by council member Thomas to approve the purchase of 2 Air Quality Monitors for $3190.00 from Nafeco and 21 Air Cylinders for a cost of $9191.64 from Vallen Safety Service, with the proceeds from the approved Safety Grant for $7300.00 to offset the total cost.  The motion carried by unanimous vote.
6. Discuss Main Street Millen position
After discussion, mayor and council directed City Manager Brantley to set up a call meeting later in August when he and the City Attorney had completed all the research for the position.
7. Approve the purchase of a new mower for Utilities Department.
   Grasshopper front mount Model 623T 52 inch cut, Kohler Motor– State Contract Price - $8289.60

   Grasshopper mid mount Model 225 with 52 inch cut, Kohler Motor – State Contract Price $7875.00

   Grasshopper front mount Model 725KT with 52 inch rear discharge deck Kohler motor – Contract Price $9792.36
Council member Fuller made a motion, seconded by council member Thomas to approve the purchase of the Grasshopper Front Mount Model 623T 52 inch cut mower for the State Contract Price of $8289.00 from Splost 6 funds. The motion carried by unanimous vote.
8. Discuss and Approve IT support services for City Computer Systems:
                   Tech Addict, LLC ; Intelli Systems ; VC3

Council member Scott made a motion, seconded by council member Thomas to approve City Manager Brantley to negotiate and sign a contract with IntelliSystems for IT services for the City’s computer systems with a price not to exceed $75/month per computer. The motion carried by unanimous vote.
City Manager’s Report

  a. Financials

City Manager Brantley reviewed the month end financials with Mayor and Council. He informed them that for July net revenues were $52,209.14.  
b. City Website Proposal
City Manager Brantley discussed the capabilities of the current website the City is using that which is hosted by the Jenkins County Development Authority. Since the current site has most of the abilities needed by the City, by common consent the mayor and council chose not to pursue at this time a new website.
c. Public Hearing for the RDF Grant scheduled for August 10, 2017 @ 3:00 P.M. @ City Hall
City Manager Brantley notified mayor and council that a Public Hearing was being held at City Hall on August 10, 2017 for the RDF grant.
 d. House Bill 146 – Georgia Firefighter Cancer Insurance – Effective  January 1, 2018

City Manager Brantley informed mayor and council of a new bill that was signed into law that will cause the City to take out a cancer insurance policy on every full time and volunteer fireman. More details will come, as the law and coverage amounts are currently being interpreted by the Georgia Municipal Association.
City Manager Brantley informed mayor and council of the cost estimate from Parker Engineering to complete the necessary sewer improvements for the new school. The improvement would start at Cleveland Avenue and end south of the railroad tracks on South Masonic Street. The cost would be about $455,000.00. These improvements need to begin prior to August 2018  
City Manager Brantley informed mayor and council that the City was approved for a GDOT Safety Grant in the amount up to $46,000 for sidewalk improvements. The money will be used to add handicap ramps along the sidewalks in the Harvey Street, Gray Street, and Hendrix Street areas.

City Attorney Report
City Attorney Reeves brought revised version of the Code Amendment 8-8(c) that was approved at the July 6, 2017 regular council meeting. This Amendment refers to the cemetery vault top being used as a grave marker. 
Council member Thomas made a motion, seconded by council member Scott to adopt the Code Amendment 8-8( c ) as presented by City Attorney Reeves. The motion carried by unanimous vote. A copy of the Amendment is attached to the minutes.
